BTEC Advanced Professional

Diploma/Postgraduate Diploma in Strategic
Hospitality Management

This course enables candidates to develop an in-depth understanding
of the hospitality industry. Candidates will examine and critically
evaluate the current state of the industry and formulate strategies
broadly applicable in the immediate and long term. The course also
provides an exciting opportunity to apply, test and develop theories,
methods and techniques within realistic/practical work situations
through work experience/placement. In addition to the core hospitality
sector subjects, candidates will learn about and meet the
requirements for continuous personal and professional development
of tactical and strategic level staff in industry, through a range of
individual and group activities and research. The skills and knowledge
required of leaders and senior managers forms the basis of this
Postgraduate Diploma course, which is 18 months in duration. Work
placement is encouraged as part of the course.

What are the career prospects?

Upon successful completion of this course, students: can seek
managerial level roles in Hospitality or Tourism related organisations or
indeed Hospitality development roles in Governments. Students can
also pursue higher studies to achieve a Masters degree or undertake
hospitality-oriented research projects.

Entry Requirements

Applicants must be at least 19 years old and:

W have completed successfully a recognised Bachelors Degree in
Hospitality Management or

M have a minimum of 2 years supervisory level work experience in
the Hospitality sector with an undergraduate degree/diploma in
any discipline.

Applicants must also possess good English language skills,

equivalent to IELTS 6.0 as a minimum.

BTEC Higher National Certificate (HNC) in Law

This course is aimed at those who wish to acquire a good
understanding of Law, and helps students on the path to careers in
this wide and growing field. Law careers include not just the traditional
barrister and solicitor roles but also legal executives, specialist
advisers, court staff and in-house legal staff within a multitude of
organisations. Students will study inter alia the Sources of Law and
Judicial Reasoning, Criminal and Civil Procedure, the Law of Contract,
Criminal Law, and Public Law.

What are the career prospects?

The course prepares students for employment in the legal field or to
progress to further and higher education. HNC students can progress
to the HND or the first year of LLB and hence use the HNC as a
stepping stone.

BTEC Higher National Diploma (HND) in Law

Building on the HNC, this course progresses onto a detailed study of
various aspects of law.

Specialist subjects incorporate both academic and practical aspects
of the profession and students will study subjects including Land Law,
the Law of Trusts, Tort, and European Union Law.

What are the career prospects?

On successful completion of the HND, students may seek
employment in the field of law or law related careers within
organisations, or progress to further and higher education leading to
professional and academic qualifications.

LLB (Bachelor of Laws)
Degree Year 1

St. Patrick’s offers the University of London (UOL) LLB course. This
LLB is a qualification of international standing, which in its long history
has provided the first step on a career route for many thousands of
practising lawyers around the world. The LLB provides an excellent
foundation for those intending to practise law as solicitors and
barristers. It also offers great benefits to paralegal personnel or others
such as magistrates, court clerks, police and legal executives who are
seeking further knowledge of the law and to enhance their
qualifications. The LLB is a 3 year course covering 12 subjects,
delivered as part of UOL’s External Programme. St. Patrick’s LLB
students will be taught by highly skilled and experienced lecturers.
This course covers a study of Public Law, Common Law Reasoning
and Institutions, and Elements of the Law of Contract and Criminal
Law (or just the first 3 for the graduate entry route). Students will sit
examinations in each of these subjects, which must be passed in
order to proceed onto year 2 of the LLB degree.

Entry Requirements
There are two generic entry routes onto the LLB — the Academic route
and the Graduate entry route:

Academic:
Candidates must be at least 17* years of age and have passes in
either:

B two subjects at GCE 'A' level and at least three further subjects at
GCSE or GCE 'O' level (at not less than grade C or a 'pass' if taken
prior to 1975); or

W three subjects at GCE 'A' level and one further subject at GCSE or
GCE 'O' level (at not less than grade C); or

B two subjects at GCE 'A' level and two further subjects at 'AS' level

*While the University of London’s requirements state a minimum age of 17 years, students joining St. Patrick’s College must 37
be aged 18 or over.

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Law

Candidates with Degrees or credits (such as partial completion of a
degree programme) from other universities and institutions, or other
qualifications not listed here, are also welcome to apply for the course.
If, as part of another qualification, they have already covered a similar
syllabus in the same depth and breadth, they may apply for exemption
from up to four Intermediate subjects. Further information can be
obtained from the Course Manager.

Graduate Entry:
The following are eligible to apply for graduate entry:

B graduates holding a full first degree from a state university in the
United Kingdom or another European country or in Australia,
Canada, Hong Kong SAR, Israel, Malaysia, New Zealand,
Singapore, Sri Lanka, South Africa or the West Indies.

B graduates holding a full first degree from a regionally accredited
institution in the USA.

B graduates holding a full first degree from an Indian Institute of
Technology or a four-year, full-time first degree from a recognised
university or a three-year, full-time first degree from a limited
number of acceptable universities in India. Graduates are only
required to study a total of nine subjects — three in each year — as
compared to the 12 subjects (4 each year) required by the
academic route.

Note:

Professional qualifications cannot be considered for graduate
entry. Applications from students with other degrees not listed
above will be considered at the discretion of the University

Students applying for external courses from the University of
London must apply for and be accepted by the University prior to
formal enrolment with St. Patrick’s.

LLB (Bachelor of Laws)
Degree Year 2

Building on the knowledge gained in Year 1, this course covers a
study of 3 compulsory subjects — Law of Tort, Law of Trust and Land
Law — and one optional subject. Graduate entry students will read Law
of Tort, Law of Trusts and Criminal Law in the second year. Students
will sit examinations in each of these subjects, which must be passed
in order to proceed onto year 3 of the LLB degree.

Entry Requirements

Students must have completed successfully year 1 of the LLB
programme. Students in possession of other qualifications or
appropriate work experience may be eligible at the discretion of the
University. Students must apply for this course and be accepted by
the University too.
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LLB (Bachelor of Laws)
Degree Year 3

Building on the knowledge of Year 2, this course covers a study of 1
compulsory subject — Jurisprudence and legal theory — and 3 optional
subjects (not already taken in Year 2). Students will sit examinations in
each of these subjects, which must be passed in order to complete
the LLB degree successfully. Graduate students are not obliged to
take Jurisprudence and will take Land Law plus two optional subjects.

What are the career prospects?

An LLB from UOL has international recognition. Students with this
degree can progress onto careers in the legal world — for example as
solicitors or barristers in the UK and other countries and into many
other areas where a knowledge of law is essential. The LLB also offers
many advantages to paralegal personnel or others such as
magistrates, court clerks, police, and legal executives, who are
seeking further knowledge of the law and to enhance their
qualifications. Students intending to follow a legal career in their own
country are advised to check with the Law Society/Bar Council or
equivalent in their country as to whether the London LLB qualifies
them to do so.

Entry Requirements

Students must have completed successfully year 2 of the LLB
programme. Students must apply for this course and be accepted by
the University prior to formal enrolment with St. Patrick’s.
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Entry Requirements

If you are applying for courses on any of the University of London (UoL)
external programmes (LLB) you must be in possession of acceptance
letters on the respective programmes from UoL, or apply to the
University via St. Patrick’s using the appropriate UoL forms and having

When the completed Acceptance Form and deposit/course fee has been
returned to us, a Certificate of Enrolment will be issued.

Overseas students who require a student visa will need to present this
Certificate of Enrolment to the British Embassy or High Commission in
their home country. British immigration authorities also require the
Certificate of Enrolment to be produced on arrival in the UK.

If you are certain that you meet the entry requirements of the course
and in order to speed up the process of enrolment, payment of a
minimum deposit of £1500 or 50% of the course fee (whichever is
greater) may be sent with items 1, 2 and 3 listed above. Foundation
degree applicants are required to pay their full fee upfront. If you are
not accepted onto the course, we will refund any course fees paid. We
recommend strongly that the full course fee is paid as immigration
authorities view this as a strong commitment to follow the course and
it demonstrates your ability to meet costs. Paying the full course fee is
also cheaper as there is a charge for the installment facility.

Once you are in Britain, we will help you to make an application to the
Border and Immigration Agency if you need to renew your visa.
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Summary of Terms and Conditions
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All applications must be accompanied by a registration fee of
£35, copies of all the required certificates and two passport-sized
photographs. We regret that we will not be able to consider your
application if the registration fee is not enclosed. This fee is not
refundable unless admission is refused.

All students must produce evidence of qualifications and/or
reference letters from employers detailing dates of employment,
position held and duties. Anyone found to have given false
information or forged documents will be asked to leave the
college.

All applicants/students on their arrival in the UK will have their
pre-requisites (for their chosen course) assessed by the College
academic staff. Following assessment, the staff may at their
discretion, require the student to complete an access course
successfully prior to joining their chosen course. Any applications
for exemptions will be assessed by and granted only at the
discretion of the staff. Any exemptions granted will be subject to
conditions, e.g. students wishing to join the 2nd year of
undergraduate study (or an HND) need to demonstrate
successful completion of the 1st year (for instance an HNC and
it's associated coursework). In all cases, the decisions of the
academic staff are final.

Students are required to attend all lectures, take all tests and
submit assignments set by their tutors.

Students wishing to transfer their course from one term to
another due to extenuating circumstances acceptable to the
college may do so but a notice of two weeks is required and
there is an administration fee of £100.

St. Patrick’s reserves the right to alter dates, fees and any
particulars in the brochure without prior notice.

St. Patrick’s accepts no legal liability in the case of accidents,
iliness, loss of or damage to personal effects and mail. Students
will be asked to pay for any damage they cause to the premises
and/or property of the college or their accommodation arranged
by the college.

St. Patrick’s reserves the right to expel any students for improper
conduct or any conduct that interferes with the well-being of other
students or staff of the college.

10 Overseas students who are in the UK on a student visa are
required by law to enrol on a full-time weekday course of at least

12 In the event of refusal of a visa, tuition fees will be refunded (not

student visa (a letter issued by the British Embassy/High
Commission Authorities, confirming the refusal of visa/entry) are
returned to the College. All refunds will be made in UK Pounds

13 Students must pay at least £1500 or 50% of the tuition fees
(whichever is higher) to enrol for a specific course. Foundation
Degree applicants are required to pay the full course fee in
advance

14 Course fees may be paid by installments at the discretion of
St. Patrick’s College. There will be a charge for this facility.
Overseas students are not normally eligible for this facility for
their first year at St. Patrick’s College.

15 Appropriate terms and conditions and regulations of qualification
awarding bodies will apply in addition to the above.

16 The College reserves the right to conduct and provide its services
from premises within reasonable commuting distance of its
current campus.
